** DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE & FISHERIES ** 
The Wandoan Memorial Grounds are situated within the Cattle Tick FREE Area. 
All livestock entering these grounds are required to be free of cattle ticks and to have met 
the movement conditions of the Stock Act 1915 and Stock Regulations 1990. 
The following conditions apply to the movement of stock from tick-infected areas to the 
Memorial Grounds. 
 
A.  HORSES REQUIRE ONE CLEAN SUPERVISED TREATMENT 
B.  CATTLE- refer to DAF cattle tick movement regulations. In certain cases, a pre-treatment 
declaration must accompany stock from infected areas when presented for clean inspection 
and treatment at a clearing facility. 
 

1. Stud Cattle - Led Tractable and Groomed. 
ONE SUPERVISED CLEAN TREATMENT 
Movement to commence within 24 hours of the second treatment.
